We 
pray for Churches in every locale; may those who attend continue to be faithful, and may there be 
others who find the joy of finding Christ, and the blessings that being part of a Church Community can 
bring.  We pray for Logan, our bishop, and for Richard Bott, the Moderator of the United Church, may 
they continue to provide wise leadership. We thank you for your loving presence in the life of Christ 
Church Gabriola, and we hope that the New Year ahead will strengthen our relationship with Rev. Karen, 
our Church and community, and most of all that each one of us will be strengthened in our personal 
relationship to you.
